MONDAY AFTERNOON and TUESDAY - FRIDAY, there are two ways to drop off and pick up:

Option #1 — EXPRESS LANE: You can stay behind the wheel of your car and use our drop-off and pick-up service.

Drive into the parking lot as indicated by the arrows on the map. (Enter the lot by the driveway on Zoo Drive/Morley Field,
near the War Memorial Building.) A staff person will come to the car and escort your child(ren) to or from the Greeting
Grass and help them in or out of the car. Please do not get out of your car for any reason. If you need to get out of
the car, you must park in a legal, marked spot, never in the express lane.

For pick up time, write the name(s) of the child or children you are picking up on the reverse side and display it on
your car dashboard. This method assures both safety and efficiency.

We agree that your child’s safety is of the utmost importance. There may be times that we will direct you to pull forward in
the express lane to help us with traffic flow. Your patience and cooperation is essential to the success of this system.

Option #2 — NO EXPRESS LANE: You can personally escort your child to or from the Greeting Grass.
